The application will be submitted to the DOE this week and a
site visit will be scheduled to happen in May. We hope to have temporary approval before the end of
the school year.

Summer & Fall Plans: The school services staff are in the process of developing syllabi for the courses
to be offered during summer and fall sessions. All courses will include hands-on experience and
community based experiences as well as alignment to the Massachusetts Curriculum Frameworks.



Recent Field Trips: This month the students rode the Franklin Regional Transit Authority bus to
Orange to visit a friend who transitioned out of the CAT program last year. The students completed a
shopping lesson at Wal-Mart while they were there and ate pizza together. They also saw the beautiful
keepsake boxes that their friend makes and sells to supplement his income. Students also rode the
shuttle bus around the University of Massachusetts in Amherst and ate lunch on campus. The
students seemed to enjoy looking at one of the post-secondary educational sites in the area.

Guest Speaker Shares Army Experience: Karen's son Derek came in to speak to the class about his job
in the United States Army. He explained what his job is like and the pros and cons of his occupation.
The students really seemed to enjoy hearing about what he does and asking questions about the war
in Iraq. One of our students asked Derek if he has to do push-ups. When Derek replied that he does,
he demonstrated to the class and one of our students volunteered to do pushups beside him. It was
very impressive!

Students Enjoy Greenfield Concert: Some of the students also attended a concert in Greenfield put
on by students with disabilities. It was an amazing performance! We are going to try to have them
come into the class so they can talk with our students about how they formed their group and where
they travel. All of the students have been extremely motivated to search for jobs, ask for applications,
complete them, attach their resumes and follow up on job leads.
